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Hepatitis B vaccination

Before being vaccinated against Hepatitis B, it is necessary to know the physical condition of the recipients.
Therefore, please fill in the screening questionnaire items as completely as possible.
Please note that, generally, vaccination is available only when the request for vaccination is confirmed.

[Characteristics and side reactions of vaccine]

This is a hepatitis B vaccine produced by utilizing recombinant gene technology. In general, vaccination is
conducted 3 times, at the initial time, after 1 month (after 4 weeks from initial vaccination), and after 6 months
(after 20-24 weeks from initial vaccination), for the prevention of hepatitis B.

Major side reactions are pain at the injection site, redness, pruritus (itching), swelling (puffiness), induration
(lump), a hot feeling, fever, malaise, ataxia of the hand, etc. In very rare cases, shock, anaphylaxis-like symptoms
(blood pressure decrease, dyspnea, facial pallor, etc.), multiple sclerosis, acute disseminated encephalomyelitis,
myelitis, optic neuritis, Guillain-Barre syndrome, and peripheral nerve disorders may occur. If you become
aware of anything abnormal, you should immediately notify a physician.

[Those who correspond to the following should not receive vaccination]

1. Those who clearly have a fever. (Fever above 37.5°C in general)

2. Those who have a serious acute disease.

3. Those who have clearly suffered anaphylaxis from an ingredient of this drug (ask the physician for details)
4. In addition to the above, those who are in a condition unacceptable for vaccination.

[Those who correspond to the following should consult a physician before vaccination])

1. Those with underlying diseases such as cardiovascular disease, renal disease, hepatic disease, blood disease,
growth disorder, etc.

2. Those who have had a fever or demonstrated a symptom suggesting an allergic reaction, including a systemic
rash, etc. within 2 days after vaccination.

3. Those who have ever had a history of convulsions.

4. Those who have been diagnosed with immunodeficiency in the past and those whose close relative has
congenital immunodeficiency.

5. Those who may have a risk of allergic reaction to an ingredient of this drug (ask the physician for details).

6. Women who are pregnant or possibly pregnant.

[Simultaneous vaccination with other vaccines]

For those who have been vaccinated with live vaccines, this drug should usually be administered at least 27
days apart, and for those who have been vaccinated with other inactivated vaccines (e.g., influenza), this drug
should usually be administered at least 6 days apart.

[Precautions when receiving vaccinations]
1.You receive vaccinations only when you are in good physical condition.
2.The body temperature should be checked on the day of vaccination.

[Cautions after vaccination]

1. An acute side reaction such as anaphylaxis, etc., may occur within 30 minutes after vaccination. Therefore,
you should remain in the medical organization, etc., and observe your condition so as to immediately contact the
physician.

2. Please avoid high-intensity exercise on the day of vaccination. (You can bathe on the day of vaccination, but
do not scratch the injected site.)

3. Sometimes you have a fever, or the vaccinated site becomes swollen or turns red after vaccination. However,
these symptoms are generally mild and disappear within several days.

4. You should pay attention to your health after vaccination, and if you notice a high fever, change in physical
condition, or localized abnormal reaction, you should immediately consult a physician.
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
